Clare’s Recipe 

Corn Fritters 

1 medium can of creamed corn 

1 medium can of corn niblets 

2 rashers of bacon- finely chopped 

5 eggs 

1 cup of S.R flour 

½ cup grated cheese 

Parsley 

1 small onion-diced 

Salt 

Milk 

Method
